All of the AHA courses, including PALS, have incorporated guidelines to which we are required to adhere. All participants are required to serve as team leader during 2 testing megacodes. Also, the AHA no longer permits the use of memory aids during the written test. Pre-class preparation is imperative -- here are our suggestions:
1. Don't worry.

Our intention has always been to promote an enjoyable, low-stress learning experience for participants in our courses, and we intend to continue that tradition.

2. Review the new (2011) textbook!

The book should be used to prepare, and should also be brought to the class.  The previous edition will not suffice for this class, so if you find that you need the materials from us after all, please let us know immediately.  The cost is $55 for a new book.
3. Take the pre-test online and bring it to class.
The website for the pre-test is www.heart.org/eccstudent and the code to log in is palsprovider.  Make sure to print your results when you are finished because we will be collecting them in class.  
4. Practice BLS.

You will be tested.  The AHA now requires all students to demonstrate BLS skills, though unfortunately, classroom time does not permit us to award BLS certification in PALS classes.

5. Come to class.

Well-rested and on time, if possible.  If you cannot attend, tell us as soon as possible.  For our cancellation policy, visit our website at http://www.pediatricfocus.org.  Bring a lunch -- we apologize, but at present, we are unable to provide meals or snacks.  Coffee and food items are available for purchase in the adjacent café.
6. Dress comfortably.

Many students find the classrooms cool. We recommend casual clothing with layers so that you will be comfortable both during hands-on sessions and during large-group discussions.
